You have your existing member and their guest/potential new member sitting next to one
another, Space each team of two (2) out in a line.

Provide blank paper and a dark marker to each existing member.

Tused six (6) questions. First 5 questions are worth five (5) points, the last one is the Bonus
Question and it’s worth 10 points.

This is just an example of the questions you can use. Of course, making up your own is twice
the fun. Once each member has answered all the questions, you may then invite your
guests/potential new members back into the room to take a seat next to their team member., The
game show host/hostess proceeds to ask the guests/potential new members the same questions.
Once they’ve revealed their answer, the existing member lifts up their paper to reveal their
answer. Ifit’s a match, that team of two (2) earns five (5) points. The couple/team with the
most points at the end of the game is declared the winner.
